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As one of Thailand’s most important border provinces
located in the Lower North, Tak ranks as the 4th largest area
but the 2nd least population in the country. Having had a
long ancient history since the Sukhothai period, this province
possesses numerous beautiful natural attractions and
cultures. Most of its topography comprises large forestland as

it occupies undulating mountain ranges with
abundant forest, especially, in Umphang District.
If you look at the map of Thailand, you can
see the Thanon Thong Chai Range lies and
divides the land into 2 sides: the eastern side
includes the districts of Mueang Tak, Ban Tak,
Sam Ngao, and Wang Chao, and the western
side consists of the districts of Mae Sot, Mae
Ramat, Tha Song Yang, Phop Phra, and

Umphang.
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When you think of visiting Tak Province, you might only imagine the beautiful nature
of mountains, forests, and waterfalls. But do you know that Tak has more than you think!

Start your journey in Tak City by paying homage to "King Taksin the Great Shrine",
a sacred site deeply revered by locals. Pray for good fortune and safe travels here.

If you are still craving for more blessings, we recommend going straight to Wat Phra
Borommathat Ban Tak, which has a golden pagoda in the shape of Shwedagon that
stands out prominently. It is also the place where “Luang Pho Than Chai” is enshrined.
Whoever comes to pay homage and pray for a wish will usually have their wish granted
immediately, just like his name.

A landmark in Tak City that you should not miss. We would like everyone to try
walking and watching the sunset at the 200th Anniversary of Rattanakosin Suspension
Bridge, which is the most beautiful viewpoint of the Ping River in Tak Province.

Taksin Maharat National Park is the Unseen Thailand in Tak Province that you
must come and see with your own eyes. Here, you will find a large 700-year-old Krabak
tree, 14 people can hug its trunk, surrounded by lush forests and fresh breezes. The
atmosphere is very good. It heals your heart and is perfect for camping.

Bhumibol Dam is a large and the 8th tallest dam in the world. The dam crest is a
beautiful viewpoint in the evening with a vast and beautiful Mae Ping Lake stretching out
before you. There are also many tourist attractions for rafting lovers to chill.

On your way back from Bhumibol Dam, don’t miss another wonder of Thailand, Doi
Soi Malai National Park. Here, there is a 69.7-meter-long petrified wood, recognized by
Guinness World Records as the longest betrified wood in the world.

For adventure seekers, don't miss Doi Soi Malai, a place known as the "Roof of Tak".
You can set up a tent to see the beauty of the Bhumibol Dam reservoir and wake up to
misty mornings surrounded by pristine nature.

In Mae Ramat District, don't miss Khun Phawo National Park, which is located
amidst the high and complex mountain ranges, covered with lush forests. The weather
is cool all year round which is perfect for camping.

For sea-of-fog lovers, they will fall in love with Mae Moei National Park, located on
a high mountain. With multiple viewpoints like Mon Poon Suda, Mon Kru Ba Sai, Mon
Kiew Lom and Ler Kwa Dor you’ll be immersed in romantic, misty landscapes.

Another one of Thailand's top attractions is Tham Mae Usu, a water cave with the
Mae Usu stream flowing through it. In the afternoon, sunlight shines through the large
stone pillars. This is so beautiful that it is called the "Underground heater."

After visiting Mae Sot and shopping, don't forget to pay homage to the sacred
Buddha image that the people of Tak Province highly revere and believe in at Wat Thai
Watthanaram. Anyone who wants to see Burmese art must come to this temple.

In Phop Phra District, you must come to play in the water at Pha Charoen Waterfall,
a limestone waterfall with 97 small steps. The atmosphere is beautiful, shady, and there
is water all year round.

The highlight of visiting Umphang is rafting to see Tee Lor Su Waterfall, which is
ranked as the 6th most beautiful waterfall in the world. This limestone waterfall, 900
meters above sea level, cascades down in a massive curtain of water amidst the jungle
a sight you must see at least once in your life.

Another impressive waterfall that adventurers will love is Pitukro Waterfall. The
water flowing from the top of Khao Mamuang Sam Muen has become a heart-shaped
waterfall, and is the tallest waterfall in Thailand, located in the middle of the Umphang
forest.

Let's continue to the sea of mist viewing point, which is the highlight of Umphang,
on "Doi Hua Mot", a bald peak covered with grass and drought-resistant trees. You can
see 180-degree views of stunning sunrises and sunsets.

This old temple was
built around 1715 to commemorate the victory of Ayutthaya army in the battle against the enemy during
the reign of King Maha Chakkraphat.

Wat Chai Chana Songkhram enshrines Luang Pho To, the Buddha image in the attitude of subduing Mara

from Sukhothai period. It is believed that Luang Pho To is a sacred Buddha image. As the rumor says "Luang
Pho To - inspires victory as expected". So, people continuously come to worship and ask for blessings.

It’s served with fragrant roasted
coconut, seasoned peanuts, garlic, and topped with a sweet, aromatic sauce. Miang Kap
Moo consists of fermented Miang leaves, small pieces of crispy pork, roasted peanuts,
and a sprinkle of sugar. The taste is a delightful mix of sweet and astringent, with the
aroma of crispy pork and peanuts. It is easier to chew than Miang Maphrao.

You can buy it at the walking street every evening on the weekends, or known as
"Kad Nang Yong Klong Yam", or at "Pa Sa-ing Miang Kap Moo Shop", which is considered
an old and original shop and the first in Tak Province. What makes this shop special is
that the Miang leaves are made from high-quality tea leaves from Chiang Mai. There are
also other shops.

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Wautthikun Bridge is another check-in spot in Tak that the travellers should not miss. The bridge over Ping River
is located between Ban Wang Chao, Tak province, and Ban Ko Samphi, Kamphaeng Phet province. It is strikingly
beautiful, and similar to Ratsada Phisek Bridge in Lampang province, Dechatiwongse Bridge in Nakhon Sawan
province, and Tha Chomphu Railway Bridge in Lamphun province, which were built in the same era. At
present, Wutthikun Bridge has become an important landmark of Wang Chao District, where people often
come to take selfies on this bridge.

With an area of 747 square kilometers, Khlong Wang Chao National Park covers the
provinces of Tak and Kamphaeng Phet. The terrain is a steep and complex mountain
range. Interesting tourist attractions within the park include:

"Yod Khao Yen" : The highest peak in the park at 1,900 meters above sea level. The
view from the top is stunning and well worth the challenging trek. The sunset view from
here is particularly delightful.

Khlong Wang Chao Waterfall : Located 1.5 kilometers from the park office, it is a
medium-sized, single-tier waterfall about 20 meters high. This spot offers a view of the
lush natural forest, with rock platforms for resting and pools for swimming.

Tao Dam Waterfall : About 34 kilometers from the park office, this large waterfall has
two tiers, each over 200 meters high. The journey to this waterfall is quite challenging and
requires a four-wheel-drive vehicle.

Legend has told
that he was a Karen warrior man who helped fight side by side
with King Taksin the Great and was appointed to be the head

of Mae Lamao custom house. Nowadays, it is considered a 0 '-.1 in
place that holds the spirits of the people here. Every day,
tourists stop by to pray and ask for blessings for safe travels.
Passing by travelers often honk their car horns to show their

respect.
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Mae Sot is an economic city and an important tourism city in Tak Province. This is a
city with people of various races including Chinese, Muslim, Shan, Burmese, Sikh, Indian,
Nepalese, and Pakistani, which make the lifestyle of the people here full of interesting
cultures. Further, the city is an important shopping center, especially gems and
gemstones at "Mae Sot Gem Market". Another important trading center is "Rim Moei
Market", a large shopping center with many souvenirs, clothes, snacks, tea leaves, nuts,
mushrooms, furniture and decorations made from wood, guaranteed not to disappoint.
For those who are interested in second-hand bicycles from Japan, you must go to
"Warehouse 9 (Tha Hia Kwang)". In addition to second-hand bicycles, there are also
many products from Myanmar for you to buy.
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After shopping, you must taste the food here. We must give credit to the food culture of the
Shan people, such as "Seng Phae" and "Halawa". "Seng Phae" is similar to a red sticky rice
dessert. It is made from sticky rice, sugarcane juice, and coconut milk, topped with coconut milk,
and then grilled or baked until the surface is charred. The taste is sweet and creamy. “Halawa” is
made from rice flour, sugar, coconut milk, small sago seeds, and the topping is made in the same
way as Seng Phae. The taste is sweet and creamy. You can taste it at the municipal fresh market in
Mae Sot district. Another highlight that you shouldn’t miss is the famous Roti Oang. Anyone who
comes to Mae Sot must come and try it. The process of making is putting and baking thick
Indian-style dough sheets in a clay pot until cooked and served with hot aromatic coffee. If you
want to try it, you have to wake up early because it is sold from 5 a.m. to 8 a.m. and then it is sold
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For those who love to worship and take photos,
this temple is a must-see. It is located in Mae Sot
town and was built in 1857. It stands out for its
unique and beautiful Burmese and Mon architecture.
It enshrines the Phra Phuttha Maha Muni, a replica
of the sacred Phra Phuttha Maha Muni which is a
sacred and respectable Buddha image of Mandalay,
Myanmar. It is a sacred Buddha image that the
people of Tak Province highly revere. Another
Buddha image is the “Reclining Buddha” or
“Sleeping Buddha”, which is 93 cubits long and is
the longest reclining Buddha image of Burmese art
design in the northern region. Anyone who wants to
see Burmese art design must come to this temple.
There is a golden swan statue and a golden Konwin
pagoda that stand tall together for you to take
pictures and upload on social media.
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This temple is well-known to both Mae Sot locals and its neighbors. The highlight is the golden
Bodh Gaya pagoda, a replica of India, surrounded by a wall of tall pillars with Thepphanom above each
pillar. There is also Luang Por Thanjai Rattanamung Muang (Phra Chao Thanjai), the sacred
Buddha image of the temple, with a heart and internal organs made of real silver inside, and
bones made of sacred Lanna wood. There is also a large reclining Ganesha carved entirely of wood
for visitors to pay homage and ask for blessings for prosperity in life.
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Worship to "Thao Wessuwanno” at Wat Sri Pornphen Matayaram
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Wat Sri Pornphen Matayaram is located in Ban Mai Rim Moei. It has “Thao Wessuwanno” which is
said to be the tallest and largest in the northern region (height 9.9 meters, weight 3.3 tons). Every day,
Thai and Burmese tourists come to worship and ask for blessings continuously. After paying homage
to Thao Wessuwanno, there is also “Khun Phra Ubalikunupamajarn Worship Building” which enshrines
a sacred Buddha image, “Replica of Luang Por Wat Rai Khing” with beautiful Buddha characteristics.
There are also “Buddha image with decorations and Statues of the 5 Great Kings” enshrined there.
Anyone who wants good health and safe travels can stop by to pay homage here.
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Check-in and photo taking point at Curve 33 Ban Mae Konken
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A new check-in point in Mae Sot District is located at Ban Mae Konken, next to
the Moei River, the border between Thailand and Myanmar. It is surrounded by
mountains along the way amidst cornfields as far as the eye can see, creating a chill
atmosphere with a foreign feel. The highlight that everyone who passes by must
stop by is “Curve 33,” a road with beautiful curves resembling two 3s. Locals and
tourists have therefore named it “Curve 33, Ban Mae Konken.” In the evening, the
light is beautiful and the atmosphere is great. This is a perfect scenery for taking
selfies and posting on social media. |
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Located at Buddhagaya Blue Cave Buddhist Monastery, Village No. 6, Tambon Mahawan, Amphoe Mae Sot, this cave is formed in a small
limestone mountain, separated from the cave basin in this area. Inside is a high cave hall with winding tunnels, as well as various large and small
holes and channels caused by erosion. Some points have large holes that you can ¢o in and stand and pose for photos. The highlight of the Blue
Cave is the gray and dark gray cave walls and ceiling, but when exposed to light, they appear blue and navy blue, contrasting with beautiful white
stripes. This is caused by the phenomenon of limestone (gray) and calcium (white) sediment accumulation over millions of years. It is another
amazing geological tourist attraction in Tak Province.
